Kenya Railways Revives Rail Transport to Nyahururu

The Government of Kenya through Kenya Railways has rehabilitated the branch line as part of its plans to restore and modernize the country’s railway network. Strategically positioned in close proximity to the Naivasha Inland Container Depot (NICD), the branch line will provide a last-mile connectivity solution for agricultural and industrial cargo. 
The Nairobi- Gilgil- Ol Kalou- Nyahururu line is among Kenya’s key railway corridors in the Rift Valley and the Aberdare Highlands. The 77.8 km railway, commonly known as the ‘Thompson Falls Railway’ due to its connection to Thompson’s Falls, was constructed in the 1920s and operations began in 1929. 

The rehabilitation of the branch will bring benefits to the region by:

· Improving economic growth within the towns traversed by the railway.

· Reducing transport costs for farmers .

· Enhancing transportation of agricultural produce from the region to local and export markets.

· Improving tourism.

· Supporting integration between the MGR network, NICD and the Standard Gauge Railway (SGR).

As we commence operations, the line shall operate both passenger and freight trains. The passenger train will depart Nairobi Central Station every Tuesday and Friday at 10:00 AM and returns from Nyahururu every Wednesday and Sunday at 10:00 AM. 
During its operation, the line served as a key transport corridor for freight and passenger services. Mixed trains operating along the route transported farm produce, livestock, passengers and essential goods to and from the region. The railway facilitated access to markets, reduced transportation costs for farmers and increased economic activities within the Aberdare and the Rift Valley region.
